Midyear Stewardship Update: Looking at our financials at the end of June, we are
currently behind last year’s giving. Total tithes and offerings were $220,896, which is
$17,731 less than this time last year. Total expenses were $232,788, which is $5,450
more than the same time period last year. This year we have spent $11,893 more than
we received midyear as we see effects of rising rates and prices. Last year we spent
$11,289 less than what we received, a year-over-year difference of -$23,182. We are
grateful for our reserves, but we ask you to prayerfully consider your giving. Thanks!
