The	Husks	have	over	25	years	of	ministry	experience	
and	Wayne	has	served	on	staff	in	multiple	churches	in	various	positions,	from	student	
ministry	to	associate	pastor	of	outreach	and	education	and	also	as	pastor.	They	served	
with	the	North	American	Mission	Board	as	church	planters	 in	the	Pacific	Northwest	
for	three	years	and	with	the	International	Mission	Board	as	missionaries	to	East	Asia	
for	nine	years.	The	Husks	moved	 to	St.	Augustine	 just	over	a	year	ago	and	are	both	
teaching	full-time	at	Veritas	Classical	Christian	School.
