This	practice	runs	parallel	to	the	Annie	Armstrong	Easter	Offering	(AAEO)	which	
for	over	200	years	has	acted	as	a	fundraising	tool	for	the	mission	field	in	North	
America.	Though	only	held	once	a	year,	the	AAEO	provides	a	staggering	50%	of	
the	 North	 American	Mission	 Board’s	 budget.
